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This paper provides useful information on a simple way of optimizing the anaerobic digestion of organic waste, which in addition to treating organic waste also generates useful bioresources: biogas and biofertilizer.  The process described in this work also offers a method of minimizing the carbon dioxide (which is a green house gas) content of biogas.  This is in line with the mission statement of Ambi-Agua: “To publish original scientific articles that contribute to increase the knowledge in the interdisciplinary field related to Environmental Sciences and Water Resources.”
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
