The article presents the results of an experimental study on the treatment of groundwater polluted by the leachate of an old MSW landfill. The process consists of a coagulation-flocculation pre-treatment, ammonia stripping after heating the water by the means of the landill biogas. The stripped ammonia is recovered by absorption with sulfuric acid, producing a solution of ammonium sulfate, reused as a base fertilizer. In addition, the paper reports important operational aspects related to the scaling on the packing material and its effects on pH and temperature profiles inside the absorption towers. Such topic falls within the scope of the journal.
