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This paper presents an experimental study aimed at investigate the mechanisms and possibilities for enhancing As removal with naturally occurring Fe in a reliable, low cost and sustainable way. During research, experimental tests on oxidation with KMnO4. and coagulation with Al2(SO4)3 were performed. The treatment of Fe2+ and As(III) by addition of basic solution of KMnO4 and AlO2 could be an appropriate solution which can be applied in rural areas with decentralised water supply and high Fe and As concentrations in water.
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
